Hikers
and cross-country skiers enjoy the flat trails on the bottom of the valley or more challenging
routes on the oak-shaded bluffs. Several buildings in the park are beautiful examples of the
architectural work done by the WPA. During part of the 1940s, the camp was used as a World
War Il German prisoner-of-war camp.

In
Nicollet turn left onto Main St. Continue onto Main St for 0.3miles. In 0.3 miles take a slight right
onto US-14W. Follow for 12 miles to turn left onto CR-37. In 1.1 miles turn right onto S. Broadway
St. In 0.8 miles turn left onto Tenth St. S. In 0.7 miles turn left onto Summit Ave. In 0.3. Miles
turn right onto CR-26. Continue past the park office to the parking lot to meet.

Non-hikers- Continue on Broadway St into New Ulm to 4t" N St.
